RULES AND REGULATIONS
The Hopkinton State Fair Demolition Derby is promoted as an unusual spectator attraction.  In the interest of safety, anyone entering is subject to, and must obey the following rules and regulations.

1. Each driver must fill out his own entry blank.  All drivers must supply their own cars, only one entry per person.  

2. Each driver must hold a valid driver's license.  All entrants under the legal age of 18 must provide a notarized release signed by his or her parent or guardian at the time of application.

3. The Rescue Squad reserves the right to approve or reject any and all entries.

4. Only drivers and pitmen, who sign the release sheet, will be permitted in the pit area or on the track.  Driver and one (1) pitman will receive free Fair entry upon registration of the car on the day of the show.

5. Contestants of the Hopkinton State Fair Demolition Derby are not employees of the track, the Hopkinton State Fair, or the Hopkinton Rescue Squad, Inc. 

6. Each driver will be responsible for removing the vehicle they brought on the night of the event.  If not removed demo entry for next year will be denied.

7. All cars must be brought onto the grounds through Yellow Gate on Park Avenue.  They shall be subject to inspection by the Police Department and Rescue Squad.
8. All cars must first report to Milton Cat in Davisville and wait to be told to proceed to fairgrounds.
9. No cars will be allowed on the grounds before 2:00 P.M. and none will be admitted after 5:00 P.M.  Cars must be registered at the inspection station by 5:15 P.M. and must be accompanied by the driver at that time.  Drivers' meeting will be held at 5:45 PM.(Hopkinton Rescue Squad Watch is the official time)
10. Entries shall be limited to the first 60 cars.
11. Only cars that have been pre-registered will be permitted to run in the Derby. No standby entries will be accepted.
12. Anyone who registers for a position in a demo, may not buy trade or receive as a gift another position for same day’s race. i.e.: If Jack registers for the Saturday demo and draws heat 2, and assigned car # 9876, Jack will only be able to participate in the Saturday Demo if he runs in heat 2 with car #9876.  Once registered at the fairgrounds, entries may NOT be transferred.

13. No one shall be allowed to ride on any cars while they are in motion anywhere on the grounds.  Infringement of this rule will result in disqualification.

14. Approved head and eye protection shall be required of all drivers.  These items will be checked at the time of inspection and shall remain on at all times while cars are in the competition area. Infringement of this rule will result in stopping of the race until corrected.
15. If you wish to help us inspect, the cost will be $25.00 Cash /per car.
16. Once inspected, cars must stay in line up and not go back to truck/pits.
TYPE OF CAR
1. Any American made stock, hardtop automobile or station wagon is allowed.  Trucks, convertibles, jeeps, hearses, limousines are NOT allowed.

PREPARATION OF CAR
1. The following shall be removed before arriving at the Fairgrounds:  Windshields, side windows, rear windows, headlights, tail lights, chrome molding strips, rear seats (including backs) station wagon well covers, stock gas tanks, hood latches, hood safety catches, and any sharp protruding fins or other hazardous projections.

2. No special bumpers, welding or reinforcements (except driver's door), fabrications, or trailer hitches shall be permitted on the vehicle.  Fenders may be cut for wheel clearance only and ends of bumpers may be cut off. Original bumper must be on car, and in original location. Piston bumpers must be drilled and drained and pushed in, then resecured with bolts or welds.
3. Radiators and/or transmission coolers must remain in their original position or be removed.

4. A portable gas tank with a capacity of no more than five (5) gallons must be used and shall be mounted on the floor ahead of the rear tire, but no further forward than the back of the front seat, and must be in the middle of the car.  The tank shall be securely fastened to the floor at a minimum of four points with band iron and bolts or threaded rods and adequately covered.  No wiring of gas tank will be permitted! If the car is equipped with electric fuel pump, the fuel pump shall be shall be re-located into the engine compartment and an electric cut-off switch shall be located on the dash of the car on the driver’s side.    

5. Only one battery (any size) will be permitted and shall be securely mounted on the front passenger side floor with a minimum of four points.

6. Welded solid or chained down engine mounts are recommended.

7. Driver’s seat support is allowed, but not mandatory.  The support shall consist of not more than 1 H bar.  One vertical bar on each side of the vehicle favoring a B post location (directly behind the driver’s seat).  Each post may be affixed to 1 place on the floor per side and one place on the roof per side.  Attachments may not cover more than 36 square inches (6x6).  One horizontal bar is allowed between the two vertical posts.  Bars or pipe must not exceed 2” in diameter.  Bars or pipes may only be attached to the floor and roof.  No bolts through frame.  One horizontal or diagonal bar shall be permitted but not mandatory for driver’s and/or passenger’s door. Driver’s door support must be inside of car.  Either end of bar shall not be attached higher than the top on the dash.  Attachment on each end of the bar shall not cover more than 36 square inches (6x6).
8. All doors must be welded or wired  shut. Trunks and tailgates must be fastened shut by weld only.  No more than four (4) locations for welds or wire shall be allowed on each door, trunk and tailgate with each weld being no more than two (2) inches square (Area coverage of this weld shall not exceed 4 square inches).  No welds shall be allowed on the hinge side of front doors. Optional #9 wire 3-5 wraps to replace welding on doors.  Trunk and Tailgates are not doors.  One 12”x12” hole shall be provided in all trunk lids.
9. Hoods must be fastened down in four (4) places with wire only (This is to be done after Inspection).   Official's decision on use of wire and/or welds is final.

10. It is mandatory that an opening a minimum of 12 inches square or 14” diameter(144 Square inches of area minimum) be cut in the hood over the carburetor.  Hood must be securely fastened in place. 

11. No double tires, liquids or foam in tires will be permitted.  No studs or screws in rims to hold tires will be permitted. No bead lock rims.
12. All cars must be swept clean.  No junk tires, wheels, metal parts, etc., allowed in car.

13. Numbers on roofs and doors shall be of contrasting color.  Each number on car shall be at least 24” in height and proportionally wide.  Only the assigned number at registration shall be allowed on vehicle.

14. A strong wire or nylon mesh screen is recommended on driver's window and windshield area.  There will be no deviation of these rules.  Be certain rules are understood at time of sign-up.

15. Rust may be repaired only if a hole exists.  Surface rust does not qualify for rust repair.  Equal or lesser gage material must be used.
16. Driver’s door to be painted bright orange

17. No coatings other than original manufacturer’s on undercarriage.
18. Cars with coil spring suspension will be permitted to alter their suspension in order to run leaf springs. Welding on the framewill only be permitted in the two locationsof the spring mounts. No reinforcement of the frame will be permitted. Hopkinton Rescue Squad had total discretion and final say.
19. Hopkinton Rescue Inspectors have final say.

RUNNING
1. Safety belt, approved helmet, goggles, or face shields are required.
2. NO deliberate hitting on the driver's door.  Driver will be immediately disqualified if this occurs.

3. Vehicles must have dependable brakes at all times and boundaries must be observed.

4. NO drinking of alcoholic beverages on the fairgrounds.  Any driver or pit man under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be immediately disqualified and removed from the grounds.

5. No cars are permitted in the competition area before the heat in which they are to participate.

6. A vehicle will be disqualified if the any door comes open during a heat.

7. Anyone who disregards a red flag, or equilivant indicator, will be disqualified immediately.

8. One minute time limit is enforced by the track officials for re-starts and making competitive contact with another car.  Hits must be aggressive.  Simple contact within the time limit does not constitute combat and could be considered sandbagging which will lead to disqualification.

9. All protests must be done between the third heat and feature.  Only cars in the feature may be protested.  The protest fee is $250.00 non-refundable per vehicle.  A protest may only come from another driver who has qualified for the feature.  The protest must be in writing on one specific item per $250.00.  The only individuals allowed in the protest area are Hopkinton Rescue members, driver and pitman of protested car and the protesting driver.
10. Fire extinguisher is recommended at close reach in driver's compartment.

11. If disqualified, driver must stay in car with protective gear on until end of race.

Upon completion of Race, cars qualifying for the feature will exit to the hot pit at the south end of the competition area; all others shall exit the competition area at the south end and proceed to their transport vehicle.

The Derby will be composed of three (3) heats and one (1) Feature.  The last four cars running will qualify for the feature along with the last car running before the heat was stopped.  Cash prizes of $200.00 each will be awarded to last four cars of each qualifying heat.  The Feature will be run until a winner is declared.  The Feature prize structure is as follows:  
Grand Prize - $2,000.00 + Trophy + gift certificate for jacket; Runner-up - $1,500.00 + Trophy; 3rd Place - $1,000.00 + Trophy; 

4th Place - $750.00 + Trophy; 5th Place - Trophy.  Decision of the Hopkinton Rescue Squad, Inc. is final.

The Feature event will start 20 minutes after the competition of the 3rd heat.

PREPARATION OF CAR

The following shall be removed before arriving at the Fairgrounds:  Windshields, side windows, rear windows, headlights, tail lights, chrome molding strips, rear seats (including backs) station wagon well covers, stock gas tanks, hood latches, hood safety catches, and any sharp protruding fins or other hazardous projections.

2. No special bumpers, reinforcements (except driver's door), fabrications, or trailer hitches shall be permitted.  Fenders may be cut for wheel clearance only and ends of bumpers may be cut off. Original bumper must be on car and in original location.

3. Radiators and/or transmission coolers must remain in their original position or be removed.

4. A portable gas tank with a capacity of no more than five (5) gallons must be used and shall be mounted on the floor ahead of the rear tire, but no further forward than the back of the front seat, and must be in the middle of the car. 7. Roll over bars or roll cages are allowed in the driver's seat area only, but are not mandatory.  Roll cages/bars have to be an independent unit.  They may be affixed in no more than 4 places on the floor, no attachment to the floor may cover more than 9 square inches (3”X3”).  The maximum distance (including floor mounts) from rear of drivers seat shall be 20” with only one horizontal bar across the car. Bars or pipes must not exceed 2” in diameter. Post pipes or bars may only be attached to the floor and roof. NO BOLTS THROUGH THE FRAME.
8. All doors must be welded or wired shut. Trunks and tailgates must be fastened shut by weld only.  No more than four (4) locations for welds or wire shall be allowed on each door, trunk and tailgate with each weld being no more than two (2) inches square (Area coverage of this weld shall not exceed 4 Square inches).  No welds shall be allowed on the hinge side of front doors. Optional #9 wire 3-5 wraps to replace welding on doors.  

9. Hoods must be fastened down in four (4) places with wire only (This is to be done after Inspection).   Official's decision on use of wire and/or welds is final.

10. It is mandatory that an opening a minimum of 12 inches square or 14” diameter (144 Square inches of area minimum) be cut in the hood over the carburetor.  Hood must be securely fastened in place.

15. A strong wire or nylon mesh screen is recommended on driver's window and windshield area.  There will be no deviation of these rules.  Be certain rules are understood at time of sign-up.

16. Drivers door to be painted bright orange.

17. No coating other than original manufacturer’s on undercarriage.

18. Original suspension must remain in original location with no alterations.

19. Hopkinton Rescue Inspectors have final say.
