AGRICULTURAL EXHIBITORS
PARKING

0CAMPING &

Only exhibitors who are directly involved with
Agricultural Exhibits will be a llowed to camp in the
Fairgrounds Agricultural Camping Area. We can only
accept one application per family. No awnings will be
allowed.

You can receive your lot assignment upon arrival.
Camping units may be placed on site beginning at 8:00
AM on Sunda y, August 29, 2010, and must be removed
no later than Sunday, September 12,2010 .

All other vehicles remaining on the grounds for the
duration of the Fair will be par  ked in designated parking
areas. Passenger vehicles are not allowed in the
camping are a.

Charcoal or open fires are prohibited on the
Fairgrounds property during the Fair.

Unauthorized vehicle movement is prohibi ted on the
Fairgrounds between 8 :00 AM and 11:00 PM daily.
Hopkinton Police Officers may restrict vehicle movement
at other times if it becomes necessary.

2010 RULES AND REGULATIONS

BULLS: No bull over one year will be allowed on the
grounds without a ring in his nose.

CERTIFICATE OF REGISTRATION: All  persons
exhibiting purebred stock shall be able to present a
certificat e of registration. No opapers pendi
will be accepted.  All registered animals must be shown

in purebred lots.

ENTRIES: For the purpose of entering livestock in the
Hopkinton State Fair, an exhibitor is the person who can

show ownership of the animal by Certificate of
Registration in their name or that of a partners hip of
which they are a member. The only exception to this rule
is leased animals. In group classes, partnership animals
may be entered and exhibited under the name of the co -
owners, but must be shown in all gro  up classes under
the same name. All animals must be owned and
transferred to  the exhibitor not less than 30 days prior to
show date. Any animal shown in a group lot must be
first entered and shown in its respective single lo t.

All exhibits will be wunder the direction of the
Management of the Hopkinton State Fair. The Rules and
Regulations contained in this Exhibitor Handbook are the
conditions under which entries are accepted for
competition. If you have a question concerni ng the
interpretation of any rule contained herein, contact the
Superintendent  of your department in writing. Requests
for exception to any rule must be made at the time of
entry. Entries for all departments shall be postmarked or

at the Fair Office pe r departmental entry deadlines. Fax
entr ies must also follow Rules and R egulations contained
in the 4 -H section for 4 -H entries.

Please examine the list and regulations carefully. Find
what we offer premiums for, and under w hat conditions;
then see w hat y our exhibits conform to on the list.

Entries must be typewritten or printed legibly. Please fill
out the entry form completely. Incomplete entries will be
returned.

Entry forms are accepted on a first -come first -served
basis . If entries are received in excess of the
accommodations available, the Hopkinton State Fair
reserves the right to reject entries at its discretion.

Non-livestock articles entered for judging may not have
been previously entered and judged at this Fair.

No animals will be allowed on the Fairgrounds prior to
9:00 AM, Wednesday, September 1, 2010, with the
exception of poultry, rabbit and cavy which must be
penned between 12:00 noon and 7:00 PM on Tuesday,
August 31, 2010 . Al livestock must enter the

Fairgrounds through a designated ga te. The Fair
Veterinarian will inspect all animals prior to unloading
only during the following hours. Please arrange your
schedule accordingly

If an emerge ncy arise s, please call the Agricultural Office
at (603) 746 -4191. All animals showing symptoms of
communicable disease must be removed from the
Fairgrounds immediately. The decision of the Fair
Veterinarian is final.

All animals (except horses and dogs which are not5 -
day shows) must be on the grounds by 8:30 AM on
Thursday, and remain until released on Monday.

The individual exhibitor will be solel y responsible for any
damage, loss or injury done by or as a result of any
animal exhibited by him or her and shall indemnify the
Hopkinton State Fair against legal or other proceedings in
regard thereto. Upon acceptance of this condition only
are entries accepted.

The Hopkinton State Fair will employ Police Officers on
the grounds at night, but the Hopkinton State Fair will
assume no responsibility for any loss or damage from any
cause that may occur to any animal or article on
exhibition, and upon this co ndition only are entries

accepted.

EXHIBITS:  For non -livestock entries, an entry card will
be used for each exhibit and must be attached to the
exhibit.

All exhibits, even in the absence of competitors, must
possess enough show merit to meet the approval of the
judge to qualify for premium. In each class where there
is no competition, one award will be made according to
merit.

PARKING: One (1) parking pass will be issued per farm.
Passes are to be picked up at the Agricultural Office.
Please use the fo rm in the back of this book to purchase
passes. They will be available for pick up at the Main
Office after August 1 7, 2010 .

PETS: Due to insurance requirements, no pets are
allowed on the Fairgrounds Police officers and staff
personnel will be enforci  ng this policy.

PREMIUMS: Failure to abide by any of these rules may
cause forfeiture of premiums and any other actions that
management may deem appropriate.

The Hopkinton State Fair reserves the right to prorate
premiums if necessary. The Hopkinton State Fair
assumes no responsibility for premiums once they are
presented to the exhibitor or his/her authorized agent.

The Fair pays premiums earned in cash. Premiums not
picked up within 90 days of the close of the Fair will be
considered donations to the Fai .

REGULATIONS: Special department regulations will
apply as specified at the beginning of each department.



RELEASE: Exhibits must remain in place until 5:15 PM
on Monday, September 6, 2010 . Livestock
Superintendents will inform their Exhi bitors of their
release time. Please leave your exhibits in place until
close of the Fair. Your c ooperation will be appreciated.

SUBSTITUTES: Substitutions are allowed within the
same species, but may not exceed the original number of
livestock entered. N  otify your Department Superintendent
of any substitutions upon your arrival to the Fair.

SUPPLIES: Hay, grain and bedding will be available on
the grounds at current prices from a local distributor.

VEHICLES: No unauthorized vehicle movement on the
groun ds between 8 :00 AM and 11:00 PM daily.

2010 HEALTH REGULATIONS

HOPKINTON STATE FAIR VETERINARIAN
BLACKWATER VETERINARY SERVICES

1. RABIES: All livestock (excluding poultry, guinea
pigs and rabbits) entered in the Hopkinton State Fair
must be inoculated for rabies at least 30 days prior to

and within 1 year of entry to the grounds. Proper
documentation must be available upon request. It is
REQUIRED that the rabies vaccine be administered by

a Licensed Veter inarian to all equine, cattle and

sheep for which there is an approved vaccine.

Hopkinton State Fair will accept Extra Label
Rabies Vaccine used on goats, camelids and swine
provided that documentation is presented upon
inspection. Documentation must inc lude the vaccine
manufacturer, serial number, expiration date,
administered date and animal identification number.

2. The youngest age a rabies vaccine can be given is 12
weeks of age and the vaccine is not considered valid for
30 days after administration Therefore, the youngest
animal on the fairgrounds not nursing on its dam must

be 4 months of age or older.

3. All livestock must be clearly identified by
permanent identification, which includes tattoos, ear

tags, microchips or specific breed registrati on photo
ID. The ID must be legible upon unloading. Animals

not clearly identified will not be allowed to stay on

the fairgrounds.

*NO FARM TAGS ACCEPTED. Ifyoudo nothave a
Federal ID Farm number, contact your veterinarian
regarding getting appropriate  scrapie tags.

4. Paperwork (i.e.: rabies certif icates or interstate
health certificate) needs to be presented at time of
inspection.

5. No animal should be unloaded until the vet has
completed inspection _or authorized by department
superintendent.

6. If animals are not traveling out of state, Hopkinton
State Fair does not require a Certificate of Veterinary
Inspection/Interstate Health Certificate. A rabies
certificate with proper ly identified animals is sufficient.

These regulations are to protect the health of your
animals and the public and to be in conform ity with the
Federal Permanent Identification Programs.

BIO -SECURITY: When exhibiting animals at the
fairs or shows, bring your own shovels, forks, brooms
and wheelbarrows for your personal use and do not allow
them to be used by others. Disin fect all of the hand
tools, including the wheelbarrows, feed tubs, and your
boots and shoes before going back to the farm. Consider
isolating all animals returning to your farm from the
animals left at home for a period of time to minimize
transmission of diseases that may have been picked up
at the show. Do not allow the public to walk in the feed
areas and do not allow manure contamination of the feed
or feeding areas. There are many diseases such as
Johnes, E. Coli, Salmonella, etc. that can be spread a t
fairs and brought back to the farm. Prevent the spread of
organisms.

1. Awards shall recognize exhibits, which promote a
better understanding of agriculture and rural life.
2. Awards may be given to individuals, farms,
businesses, or organizations.

c. Conformity to generally accepted practices
such as animal cleanliness,  proper
preparation of produce, adherence to state or
federal grade and quality standards, etc.

4. Awards shall not be givent 0 an exhibitor more than
once in three years.

5. Awards shall be determined by Judges appointed by
the Commissioner of Agriculture, Markets and Food.

Livestock classes in dairy cattle, beef cattle, ox en, sheep,
swine, horses, poultry, dairy goats, rabbit, cavy, llamas,
alpacas and dogs are open to 4 -H members approved by
their county 4 -H Extension Educator or Program
Associate . Entries are accepted on a  first come basis. If
entries exceed space availab ility, Merrimack County 4 -H
Members will receive priority.

All animals exhibited must be animals that are
appropriately named on current, valid, 4 -H Approval
Forms, signed and dated by a4  -H Extension Educator  or
Program Associate . All forms will be check ed. All
exhibitors are responsible for presenting their own
appropriate credentials, such as registration papers,
approval forms, and lease records at the proper time for

their show. Only original registration papers are
accepted. No Opaper p eriasdwiillrbg alowedntd
show. Registered animals must be in the name of the
4-H club member (no farm names) with the exception of
leased animals. Bred and owned animals must be bred
and owned by 4 -Her (not farm).

All ages of youth are calculated as o f January 1 st of the
current project year. No youth under age 8 (cloverbuds)
may exhibit in a large animal 4  -H livestock show.  This
includes horses, dairy cattle, beef cattle, sheep, oxen,
dogs, swine, llamas, alpacas, and goats.

ENTRY INFORMATION :

Live stock entries must be submitted on 4-H Entry Form
to: Hopkinton State Fair, P.O. Box 700, Contoocook, NH
03229.

Absolutely no entries will be accepted beyond the
postmark date of August 1, 20 10. Late entries will be
returned. You may participate only in the classes
indicated on your entry form. No classes will be written

in after the August 1 st deadline.

Members must submit complet ed and signed 4 -H entry
form(s) (Approval Forms, Code of Conduct, and 4 -H
Medical Release Form ) to participate in the F  air. Failure
to do so will prohibit members from exhibiting in 4 -H.

4-Hers must e nter every cl ass they intend to participate

in, including Fitting and Showing and Herd smanship .
Every 4-H member MUST take part in Fitting and
Showing and Herd smanship class (excluding poultry,
rabbit and cavy , horse, dog and dairy & open barn ).

AGE OF ANIMALS:

Any animal that will be shown in a 4 -H class must have
been born by and listed onthe 4  -H Approval Form by the
specified date for that species.

SHOW GUIDELINES:

Only one e ntry per lot, per breed will be allowed. All
animals used in  group classes must have been shown in
their respective age class.  Animals shall be shown by the
owner/lessor, unless otherwise approved by the
Superintendent.

4-H members are solely responsible
handling their animal (owned or leased) in the ring unless
otherwise approved by the Superintendent. If a 4-H
member has more than one animal entered in a group
class, they may ask another 4 -H member to assist in
holding animals in those  classes.

All animals or groups of animals shown must be owned
or leased by the 4 -H member. All animals shall be cared

for by the 4 -Her while at the Fair with no adult

assistance.

They must use an animal that they will exhibit in a type,
performance, or ma rket class in the show. It is the
exhibitords responsibility t
supposed to be in and when that class will take place.
Exhibitors who miss their class will not be allowed to
exhibit in a clas s designated for another group.
Exhib itors who miss their Fitting and Showing C lass may
exhibit in the rest of the show, but will not receive
premiums. Exhibitors missing a breed, market or
performance class will not receive premiums in the class
missed.

The size of the class will determine if splitting the class is
necessary and will be done at the discretion of the
Department Superintendent. Senior members showing
for the first time must show in a Senior Fitting and
Showing C lass.

Members will receive ribbons as well as premium money.
Ribbons are awarded according to the Danish System.
Each exhibit is awarded a ribbon as it relates to a
standard set by the judge. 1 st quality, blue; 2 nd quality,
red; 3 quality, white.

HEALTH REGULATIONS

Animal health must conform to current, applicable health
standards as set by the New Hampshire Department of
Agriculture and announced by the New Hampshire State
Veterinarian (see Fair Book Health Regulations for 20 10
New Hampshire Fairs and Shows). In addition to
current health standards , all animals ex hibited at a
4-H event or show must be immunized for rabies at least
thirty (30) days prior to and within one (1) year of the 4 -H
event. Rabies vaccine must be administered by a

Animals may be dismissed for health problems by any
Show Sup erintendent, Fair Management, or Veterinarian
and the animal must be removed from the grounds
immediately.

CODE OF CONDUCT :
4-H members are the sole responsibility of the parent or
guardian during the entire duration of the fair.

Livestock exhibitors will be covered by an accident

insurance policy while at the fair under the 4 -H program.
Disciplinary action shall be taken at the discretion of 4 -H
and Fair Management for misconduct. A failure to

comply with the New Hampsh  ire 4 -H Code of Conduct for
2010 shall result in the 4 -H member being expelled and
premiums withheld. 4-H members shall not use or
possess alcoholic beverages, tobacco or controlled
substances.

4-H members and parents or guardians shall conduct
themselves appropriately, reflecting positivel y on the 4 -H
program.

Youth shall represent 4 -H and their project to the general
public in a positive way, helping to inform them about
4-H and their project. No type of animal abuse shall be
tolerated.

Animals are shown at the risk of the 4 -H owner or lessor.
Any damages to persons or property are the legal and
financial responsibility of the 4 -H member and their
family who owns and leases the animal.

DRESS CODE :

It is expected that youth will be neat and clean an
wear appropriate attire at any time they are exhibiting in
a 4-H show. The 4-H attire of white shirt or blouse, solid
color skirt or pants (tan or white preferred) and safe
shoes are always acceptable. NO BLUE JEANS may be
worn. Corporate sponsor ships or farm names are
unacceptable at 4 -H shows.

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE TIMES

All 4 -H animals (except horses and dogs, which are not
five (5) day shows), must be on the grounds by 8:30 AM,
Thursday, and remain until released on Monday to
receive premiums . Refer to your department for ~ which is
not a five -day show.

In the event of an emergency, special arrangements must
be approved by the Department Superintendent, 4 -H and
Fair Management, for early departure.

HERDSMANSHIP :

In order to be eligible for herd  smanship, animals must be
penned all five (5) days. 4-H Dairy Cattle must be
housed in the 4 -H Barn area as designated.
