4-H  LIVESTOCK EXHIBITOR UPON APPROVAL WILL RECEIVE 
THE FOLLOWING PER DEPARTMENT LISTED BELOW:

Dairy, Goat, Alpaca/Llama, Working Steer, Beef, Sheep and Swine 
will receive a 4-day wrist band.  They will also receive (Two) 4 day 
passes good for one scan each day.  Exhibitors in Dog will receive a 
1-day pass and an additional (One) 1 day pass good for one scan. 

All 4-H Exhibitors tickets, wrist bands and parking pass will be given 
to each Superintendent to be dispersed. 

AGRICULTURAL EXHIBITORS CAMPING & PARKING 

   Only exhibitors who are directly involved with Agricultural 
Exhibits will be allowed to camp in the Fairgrounds Agricultural 
Camping Area.  We can only accept one application per family.  The 
camping form needs to be filled out completely.  There will be 
limited spots available for campers with slide-outs.  No awnings will 
be allowed.  No Grills (charcoal or gas) or open fires are permitted 
on the Fairgrounds property during the Fair. 

You can receive your lot assignment upon arrival. Early drop off is 
on Saturday, August 26th, from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM and Sunday, 
August 27th, 8:00 AM to 1:00 PM. NO OCCUPANCY OR HOOKUP 
for water or electric until Wednesday, August 30th No 
Exceptions. Additional arrival times are Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Thursday (August 29th – August 31st) from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM. 

Campers must be removed no later than Saturday, September 9th 
by 5:00 pm or fines will be imposed (gates will be locked at 5).

2017 RULES AND REGULATIONS 
Proper footwear is required 

NO PETS ARE ALLOWED ON THE FAIRGROUNDS:  Police officers and 
staff personnel will be enforcing this policy. 

BULLS:  No bull over one year will be allowed on the grounds 
without a ring in his nose. 

CERTIFICATE OF REGISTRATION:  All persons exhibiting purebred 
stock shall be able to present a certificate of registration.  No 
“papers pending” entries will be accepted.  All registered animals 
must be shown in purebred lots. 

It is Mandatory all stall /pen space that houses exhibitor 
animals (Open and 4-H) must be cleaned out prior to 
departure on Monday 9/4/17.   All bedding must be raked 
out, swept out and clean designated areas will be assigned 
for each species. 

ENTRIES:  For the purpose of entering livestock in the Hopkinton 
State Fair, an exhibitor is the person who can show ownership of the 
animal by Certificate of Registration in their name or that of a 
partnership of which they are a member.  The only exception to this 
rule is leased animals.  In group classes, partnership animals may be 
entered and exhibited under the name of the co-owners, but must 
be shown in all group classes under the same name.  All animals 
must be owned and transferred to the exhibitor not less than 30 
days prior to show date.  Any animal shown in a group lot must be 
first entered and shown in its respective single lot. 

All exhibits will be under the direction of the Management of the 
Hopkinton State Fair.  The Rules and Regulations contained in this 
Exhibitor Handbook are the conditions under which entries are 
accepted for competition.  If you have a question concerning the 
interpretation of any rule contained herein, contact the 
Superintendent of your department in writing.  Requests for 
exception to any rule must be made at the time of entry.  Entries for 
all departments shall be postmarked or at the Fair Office per 
departmental entry deadlines.  Fax entries must also follow Rules 
and Regulations contained in the 4H section for 4H entries.  

Please examine the list and regulations carefully.  Find what we offer 
premiums for, and under what conditions; then see what your 
exhibits conform to on the list. 

Non-livestock articles entered for judging may not have been 
previously entered and judged at this Fair. 

No animals will be allowed on the Fairgrounds prior to 9:00 AM, 
Thursday, August 31st, 2017, with the exception of poultry, rabbit 
and cavy which must be penned between 12:00 noon and 7:00 PM 

on Wednesday, August 30th, 2017. All livestock must enter the 
Fairgrounds through the agricultural gate. The Fair Veterinarian will 
inspect all animals prior to unloading only during the following 
hours.  Please arrange your schedule accordingly.  

          Thursday, August 31, 2017                    9:00 AM – 8:30 PM 
          Monday, September 4, 2017                6:00 AM – 7:30 PM 
If an emergency arises, please call the Agricultural Office at (603) 
746-4191.  All animals showing symptoms of communicable disease
must be removed from the Fairgrounds immediately. The decision of
the Fair Veterinarian is final.

All animals (except horses and dogs which are not 4-day shows) 
must be on the grounds during Vet check times on Thursday, and 
remain until released on Monday. 

The individual exhibitor will be solely responsible for any damage, 
loss or injury done by or as a result of any animal exhibited by him or 
her and shall indemnify the Hopkinton State Fair against legal or 
other proceedings in regard thereto. Upon acceptance of this 
condition only are entries accepted. 

The Hopkinton State Fair will employ Police Officers on the grounds 
at night, but the Hopkinton State Fair will assume no responsibility 
for any loss or damage from any cause that may occur to any animal 
or article on exhibition, and upon this condition only are entries 
accepted. 

EXHIBITS:  For non-livestock entries, an entry card will be used for 
each exhibit and must be attached to the exhibit. 

All exhibits, even in the absence of competitors, must possess 
enough show merit to meet the approval of the judge to qualify for 
premium.  In each class where there is no competition, one award 
will be made according to merit. 

PREMIUMS:  Failure to abide by any of these rules may cause 
forfeiture of premiums and any other actions that management may 
deem appropriate. 

The Hopkinton State Fair reserves the right to prorate premiums if 
necessary. New this year the Fair will pay Premiums earned by 
CHECK. Premiums will be mailed out within two weeks after the 
close of the Fair.  

REGULATIONS:  Special department regulations may apply as 
specified at the beginning of each department. 

RELEASE:  Exhibits must remain in place until 7:30 PM on Monday, 
September 4, 2017. Livestock Superintendents will inform their 
Exhibitors of their release time. Your cooperation will be 
appreciated. 

SUBSTITUTES: Substitutions are allowed within the same species, 
but may not exceed the original number of livestock entered. 
Substantiating documentation from a qualified veterinarian is 
required to substitute an animal due to illness or death.  Notify 
your Department Superintendent of any substitutions upon your 
arrival to the Fair. 

SUPPLIES:  Hay, grain and bedding will be available on the grounds at 
current prices from a local distributor. 

2017 HEALTH REGULATIONS 

Veterinary health inspections are performed on all livestock entering 
the Hopkinton State Fair for the benefit of all exhibitors, their 
livestock and the general public.  Any animals exhibiting signs of 
potentially contagious diseases to humans or livestock will not be 
allowed to stay on the grounds.  Examples of contagious diseases

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include, but are not limited to, shipping fever, ringworm, 
conjunctivitis, sore mouth, foot rot and external parasites. 

Animals may be dismissed for health problems by any Show 
Superintendent, Fair Management, or Veterinarian and the animal 
must be removed from the grounds immediately

HOPKINTON STATE FAIR VETERINARIAN 
BLACKWATER VETERINARY SERVICES 

1. RABIES:  All livestock (excluding poultry, guinea pigs and 
rabbits) entered in the Hopkinton State Fair must be inoculated for 
rabies at least 30 days prior to and within 1 year of entry to the 
grounds.  Proper documentation must be available upon request.
It is REQUIRED that the rabies vaccine be administered by a 
Licensed Veterinarian to all equine, cattle and sheep for which 
there is an approved vaccine. 
         Hopkinton State Fair does acknowledge the "Extra Label" use of 
the Rabies vaccines on goats, camelids and swine.  Owners can 
administer the vaccine to these species as there is no Rabies Vaccine 
labeled for use in them.  Exhibitors must provide the 
appropriate documentation upon inspection of their animals at the 
fairgrounds.  Appropriate documentation of owner administered 
Rabies Vaccination includes the manufacturer, serial number, 
expiration date, and the date of administration and the animal 
identification number. Please note that this regulation ONLY applies 
to goats, camelids and swine because there is no legally labeled 
vaccine for these species although the manufacturers believe it to be 
protective. 

2. The youngest age a rabies vaccine can be given is 12 weeks of 
age and the vaccine is not considered valid for 30 days after
administration.  Therefore, the youngest animal on the fairgrounds 
not nursing on its dam must be 4 months of age or older.

3. All livestock must be clearly identified by permanent 
identification, which includes tattoos, ear tags, microchips or 
specific breed registration photo ID.  Acceptable identification 
methods are listed by species in this section, and all forms of 
identification must be in place and legible prior to arriving at the 
fair.  Animals not clearly identified will not be allowed to stay on 
the fairgrounds. 

Cattle (Beef, Dairy and Working Steer/Oxen), Camelids and Pigs: 
Microchips, Breed Registration Tattoos/ or Photo ID, Metal State Ear  
Farm Tag 

Sheep and Goats* 
Federal Scrapie Tags, Breed Registration Tattoos, Microchips 

* NO FARM TAGS ACCEPTED FOR SHEEP AND GOATS.  If you do not 
have a Federal ID Farm number, contact your veterinarian regarding
getting appropriate scrapie tags

4. Paperwork (i.e.: rabies certificates or interstate health 
certificate) needs to be presented at time of inspection.

5. No animal should be unloaded until the veterinarian has
completed inspection unless authorized by department 
superintendent.   

6. Animals arriving at the Fair from NH farms do not have to have
a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) but appropriate proofs of
Rabies vaccinations are necessary.  Livestock arriving from out of
state must have a CVI accompanying them.  New Hampshire will 
accept a Fair and Show Season CVI that has been issued between
July 1, 2017 and October 31, 2017, corresponding to the NH Fair and 
Show Season.  A list of the fairs and shows attended through the
season, with USPS addresses and dates of attendance must be
attached to the document at all times.

7. Unfortunately, Hopkinton State Fair does not allow livestock
“bottle babies” on the grounds secondary to their susceptibility to
infections and not being old enough for vaccines.  Please make 
arrangements to leave juvenile livestock at home that need to be
bottle fed.  They will not be allowed to stay on the grounds.

These regulations are to protect the health of your animals and the 
public and to be in conformity with the Federal Permanent 
Identification Programs.  If you have any questions about the 
contagiousness of your show animals prior to the fair, please contact 
your veterinarian for a health exam so that potential illnesses can be 
addressed and hopefully resolved prior to the shows. 

BIO-SECURITY: When exhibiting animals at the fairs or shows, 
bring your own shovels, forks, brooms and wheelbarrows for your 
personal use and do not allow them to be used by others.  Disinfect 
all of the hand tools, including the wheelbarrows, feed tubs, and 
your boots and shoes before going back to the farm. Consider 
isolating all animals returning to your farm from the animals left at 
home for a period of time to minimize transmission of diseases that 
may have been picked up at the show.  Do not allow the public to 
walk in the feed areas and do not allow manure contamination of 
the feed or feeding areas. There are many diseases such as Johnes, E. 
Coli, Salmonella, etc. that can be spread at fairs and brought back to 
the farm.  Prevent the spread of organisms.

COMMISSIONER OF AGRICULTURE’S 
AWARD FOR AGRICULTURAL 

EXCELLENCE 

1. Awards shall recognize exhibits, which promote a better
understanding of agriculture and rural life.

2. Awards may be given to individuals, farms, businesses, or 
organizations.

3. Awards shall be given based upon assessment of the following:
a. Organization and neatness
b. Ability to convey clear information or message 
c. Conformity to generally accepted practices such as

animal cleanliness, proper preparation of produce,
adherence to state or federal grade and quality 
standards, etc.

d. Clear identification of exhibitor: name and hometown.
e. Integration with overall goals of the individual fair.
f. Originality

4. Awards shall not be given to an exhibitor more than once in
three years. 

5. Awards shall be determined by Judges appointed by the 
Commissioner of Agriculture, Markets and Food.

No youth 
under age 8 (cloverbuds) may exhibit in a large animal 4-H livestock  
show.  This includes alpaca/llama, horses, dairy cattle, beef cattle, 
sheep, steer, dogs, swine and goats. 
Exhibits must be a part of a 4H project for the year 2016– 2017. 

Livestock classes in dairy cattle, beef cattle, working steer, sheep, 
swine, alpaca/llama, horses, poultry, dairy goats, rabbit, cavy and

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dogs are open to 4H members approved by their county 4H 
Extension Educator or Program Coordinator If entries exceed space 
availability, entries are accepted on a first come basis.  

All animals exhibited must be animals that are appropriately named 
on current, valid; 4H Intent to Show Form, All forms will be checked.  
All exhibitors are responsible for presenting their own appropriate 
credentials, such as registration papers, intent to show, and lease 
records at the proper time for their show.  Only original registration 
papers are accepted.  No “paper pending” entries will be allowed to 
show.  Registered animals must be in the name of the    4H club 
member (no farm names) with the exception of leased animals.  
Bred and owned animals must be bred and owned by 4H member 
(not farm).

4H members must enter every class they intend to participate in, 
including Fitting and Showing and Herdsmanship/Shepard’s, 
(excluding poultry, rabbit and cavy, horse and dog).  4H Exhibitors 
must choose either Open Herdsmanship/Shepard or 4H 
Herdsmanship/Shepard  

AGE OF ANIMALS: 

Any animal that will be shown in a 4H class must have been born by 
and listed on the 4-H Intent to Show Form by the specified date for 
that species.   

SHOW GUIDELINES: 
Only one entry per lot, per breed will be allowed.  All animals used in 
group classes must have been shown in their respective age class.  
Animals shall be shown by the owner/lessor, unless otherwise 
approved by the Superintendent. 

All animals or groups of animals shown must be owned or leased by 
the 4H member.  All animals shall be cared for by the 4H member 
while at the Fair with no adult assistance. 

4H members are solely responsible for showing and handling their 
animal (owned or leased) in the ring unless otherwise approved by 
the Superintendent.  If a 4H member has more than one animal 
entered in a group class, they may ask another 4H member to assist 
in holding animals in those classes. 

It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to know what class they are 
supposed to be in and when that class will take place.  Exhibitors 
who miss their class will not be allowed to exhibit in a class 
designated for another group.  Exhibitors who miss their Fitting and 
Showing Class may exhibit in the rest of the show, but will not 
receive premiums.  Exhibitors missing a breed, market or 
performance class will not receive premiums in the class missed. 

The size of the class will determine if splitting the class is necessary 
and will be done at the discretion of the Department 
Superintendent.  Senior members showing for the first time must 
show in a Senior Fitting and Showing Class. 

Members will receive ribbons as well as premium money.  Ribbons 
are awarded according to the Danish System.  Each exhibit is 
awarded a ribbon as it relates to a standard set by the judge. 

Blue-Excellent / Red-Good / White-Worthy

CODE OF CONDUCT:    4H members are the sole responsibility of the 
parent or guardian during the entire duration of the Fair. 
Livestock exhibitors will be covered by an accident insurance policy 
while at the Fair under the 4H program. 

Disciplinary action shall be taken at the discretion of 4H and Fair 
Management for misconduct.  A failure to comply with the New 
Hampshire 4H Code of Conduct shall result in the 4H member being 
expelled and premiums withheld.  4H members shall not use or 
possess alcoholic beverages, tobacco or controlled substances. 

4H members and parents or guardians shall conduct themselves 
appropriately, reflecting positively on the 4H program. 

Youth shall represent 4H and their project to the general public in a 
positive way, helping to inform them about   4H and their project.  
No type of animal abuse will be tolerated. 

Animals are shown at the risk of the 4H owner or lessor. Any 
damages to persons or property are the legal and financial 
responsibility of the 4H member and their family who owns and 
leases the animal. 

Direct criticism or interference with the Judge or Fair/Show Officials 
before, during, or after the competitive event is prohibited.  All 
Judges and Fair/Show Officials shall be treated with courtesy, 
cooperation and respect and no person shall direct abusive or 
threatening conduct toward them. 

DRESS CODE:   It is expected that youth will be neat and clean and 
will wear appropriate attire at any time they are exhibiting in a 4H 
show.  The 4H attire of white shirt or blouse, solid color skirt or pants 
(tan or white preferred) and safe shoes are always acceptable.  NO 
BLUE JEANS may be worn.  Corporate sponsorships or farm names 
are unacceptable at 4H shows.

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE TIMES:   All 4H animals (except horses 
and dogs, which are not 4-day shows), must be on the grounds 
during vet check hours, Thursday, and remain until released on 
Monday to receive premiums.

HORSE, OX AND PONY PULLING 

General Rules for Pulling Events: 

1. Eastern Draft Horse Rules, or New England Draft Pony Rules or New 
England Ox Teamsters Rules shall govern their respective events.

2. Fair management reserves the right:
a. To open or close any class at any time.
b. To accept or reject any entry.
c. To make the final decision on matters not covered herein.
d. To disqualify animals and/or personnel for violations of the

rules of this contest, or if the conditions of any animal 
warrants it.

3. Medicating animals to increase their pulling ability is against the law in
New Hampshire.  The Hopkinton State Fair Board of Directors has
adopted a testing policy in cooperation with the New Hampshire

Department of Agriculture.  Any animals entered in any pulling contest 
may be subjected to a drug test, in accordance with New Hampshire 
law.  If requested, the owner or handler MUST assist the person  
responsible for conducting this test.  Refusal to assist will result in 
forfeiture of any premiums earned and disqualification from any 
further pulling events during the Fair. 

4. Spectators consider the awarding of ribbons as part of the contest.  Any 
team not coming forward to receive its ribbons shall be subject to
withholding of premiums. 

5. No collections or solicitations shall be made at the contest other than
those, which are functions of the Fair.

6. Weighing:  Official weighing begins at 7:30 AM daily.  Once a team has 
been weighed and entered, it must remain on the grounds unless
excused by the Superintendent of Pulling.  Animals, which are on 
grounds, can check weight for the next day’s events for a half hour 
following last class of the day.  Late arrival official weighing will be after
any class already in progress.  No weighing of teams during a class of
pulling.

7. Health Papers 
a. Horses and Ponies:  All competitors must have proof of

negative Coggins Test within six months for out-of-state 
animals and one year for New Hampshire animals.

b. Steers and Oxen:  Out-of-state cattle must have evidence
from their state Veterinarian of a negative TB test within
one (1) year, and a permit from the Division of Animal 
Industry, State House Annex, Concord, NH  03301. 

8. Only three (3) teams per class, per owner will be allowed in all classes.
9. The Hopkinton State Fair reserves the right to limit the number of 

individuals in the pulling ring and holding area during any class.

 Hopkinton State Fair Association will supply limited bedding.  Please 
share supply of bedding by not overloading your barn area.

Please bring your own wheelbarrow for manure disposal. 

 The Hopkinton State Fair Association has a Dairy Center, which is 
comprised of a milking area, milk room, and Dairy Bar.  The center will 
provide, for your convenience, an area completely equipped to milk your 
cows, as well as being an excellent attraction for the public. 

 The milking area is to be used by exhibitors.  All milk will be checked for 
antibiotics.  IT IS IMPORTANT to insure that no antibiotics or abnormal milk 
be shipped from this facility.  A machine will be available to milk cows with 
abnormal milk or if the milk is contaminated. 

 It is a violation of Hopkinton State Fair policy to inject cows with any 
substance in the Dairy Center.  Violators will be excused from participating at 
any event held on the Hopkinton State Fairgrounds for one full year from the 
date of the violation. 

 Disposing of milk outside the Milking Parlor is a violation of Hopkinton 
State Fair policy and is a violation of Federal Law.  Please check with the 
Milking Parlor Manager if you have questions.

3. Exhibitors may enter any or all lots, but submit only one entry in each.
4. Trees should be 6 to 9 feet tall.  Height to be measured from the butt 

(bottom of the handle) to the tip of the leader. 
5. Trees will be judged on:

a. Foliage - density, insect and disease damage, freshness, color.
b. Handle - condition and length (between 6”-9”). 
c. Taper - 40 to 100% for all species.
d. Top - condition and length (should be consistent with the

symmetry of the tree).
e. Overall merchantability of tree.

6. All Wreaths should be handmade and of natural conifer greens and
constructed on a 12" ring.

RULES 

1. The Hopkinton State Fair Superintendent of Giant Pumpkins or 
designee reserves the right to deny acceptance of pumpkins for prize
money and recognition if the entry deadline date and time are not met.

2. All prizes will be awarded as noted in this booklet and according to
these rules.

3. The Hopkinton State Fair Giant Pumpkin weigh-off is open to any New 
England Grower in one of two categories, adult (17 years of age or
older) and youth (up to 16 years of age). Prize awards will be in 
accordance with ribbon placements as listed in this booklet for each 
category.

4. The Hopkinton State Fair Giant Pumpkin weigh-off rules will be strictly
enforced for weights, pumpkin soundness, certification of scales, and 
color.

5. Weigh-off will consist of the following: grower representative,
superintendent or designee, and two experienced growers.

6. The Giant Pumpkin Superintendent will have complete knowledge of
these rules and will implement them fairly.  The Superintendent’s 
decision is final.

7. Growers wishing to participate in the weigh-off will complete the entry
form as presented on the day of the weigh-off by the official time noted
in this booklet.

8. The Hopkinton State Fair will ensure the scale has been calibrated by a 
recognized weights and measurement business or government agency
prior to the weigh-off.

9. The entry must be exhibited by the grower-growers team. In the case of
an emergency where the grower cannot be present to exhibit the entry,
the Superintendent, will make a determination regarding the validity of
a grower’s absence.

10. Grower is defined as a person or team who has grown and cared for the 
entry from planting to harvest.

11. Team is defined as any two “Growers” who exhibit together.
12. All specimens submitted for ribbon placement and prize money must 

be weighed on a certified scale with only the pumpkin and the lifting
ring on the scale. (the ring will be pre-weighed and the scale adjusted
to accommodate the weight of the ring). 

13. No foreign material (i.e.: fungicides, caulking, skin additives etcetera)
will be permitted in the weighing of any pumpkin. Vines must be 
trimmed to within 2 inches of the stem of the pumpkin. The 
superintendent or designee has the right to inspect any and all 
pumpkins before weights and measurements become official. Refusal
of any inspection to an entry will cause the entry to be classified
exhibition only.

14. Exhibition only pumpkins will not qualify for ribbon placement or prize
money.

15. Pumpkin must be orangeish, yellowish, tannish in color and may have 
some green but if all green, will be considered a squash and will not
qualify for prize money or ribbon placement.

16. Once the pumpkin has been approved for competition, placed on the
scale and the official weight registered placing it within ribbon
category, the pumpkin will qualify for prize money to be awarded.

17. The Hopkinton State Fair will recognize one entry per grower or team
for ribbon placement and prize money consideration.

18. No grower shall be part of more than one team and only one prize shall
be awarded per residence.

19. In the event of a tie of two or more places all, entries that are tied will
have the prize money for the places that are tied added together, then
split equally amongst the places that are involved.

20. Should the pumpkin burst/leak/rot or otherwise require removal from
the building, the grower will be notified and asked to remove or make 
arrangements to have the pumpkin removed promptly.

21. The specimen must be sound, healthy, and undamaged. Entries must 
be free of rot, holes or cracks through to the cavity, and serious soft
spots.

1. The Superintendent reserves the right to examine the 
pumpkin for defects.  The grower must be present for 
examination.

2. A soft spot will be dug into to deter-mine if the pumpkin is 
eligible for the weigh-off 

3. Pumpkin inspection will be completed before a pumpkin is 
officially weighed.

22. Pumpkins need to be brought to the Grange/Community Building by 
6:00 PM, Thursday, August 31,2017.  Weigh-Off begins at 6:00 PM. 

23. All Pumpkins are required to stay on exhibit throughout the duration of
the Hopkinton State Fair (unless removal was previously required
according to rule #20)

24. Pumpkins may be picked up on Monday beginning at 7:30 PM.  This 
will be strictly enforced.  Thank you for your cooperation.
